Eastern Europe at the Department of Humanities, School of Humanities, Democritus
University of Thrace. She received her PhD from the Department of History and
Archaeology of the School of Philosophy of the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki.
The title of her dissertation is: “From the Archbishopric of Ohrid to the Establishment
of the Autocephalous ‘Macedonian Church’” (in Greek).

Her research area is Southeastern Europe and her research interests and publications
focus on nationalism and national identity, the development of Balkan national
movements, church and national ideology, minority issues, as well Bulgarian history
and historiography.

She teaches undergraduate and post-graduate courses on Medieval, Modern and
Contemporary Balkan and European History. She supervised many master theses, as
well as three PhD’s which were successfully defended. She was a reviewer for the
journals Historein, National Identities, Balcanica Posnaniensa and Journal of Ethnic
and Migration Studies (blind peer review).
